Galena Recovery and Rebuilding Tour
Tour will show rebuilding effort in full swing.

Camp Denali, Alaska — The Division of Homeland Security and Emergency Management (DHS&EM)
invites media to tour Galena and view reconstruction efforts June 13, 2014.

Participants will have the opportunity to interview state and federal personnel involved in the disaster
recovery process, residents affected by last spring’s historic flood, community leaders, and volunteers
engaged in the rebuilding process. More than 100 volunteers, state, and federal workers will be residing in
Galena to support recovery efforts.
